This Invitation shall be issued in addition to the announcement on grant awarding tender held under Code “ԲՏԱՆ-ԴՄ-2024/04” grant tender--- (hereinafter referred to as "the Tender").
This Invitation was prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Procedure for "Allocating subsidies and grants from the State Budget of the Republic of Armenia to legal persons" (hereinafter referred to as "the Procedure") approved by the Decision of the Government of the Republic of Armenia No 1937-N of 24 December 2003 (with amendments and supplements made under the Decision of the Government of the Republic of Armenia No 97-N of 27 January 2021) and shall be aimed at notifying the organisations having the intent to participate in the tender (hereinafter referred to as "the Bidder") on the conditions for conducting the tender, identifying the successful bidder and concluding a contract therewith, as well as supporting the preparation of the bid for tender. 
The organisations registered in the system and having the status of a legal person (hereinafter also referred to as "the Bidder") may submit bids. 
For the purpose of being registered in the system as a bidder, a person shall visit the website www.armeps.am and fill in the relevant information required, after which the bidder shall enter into the system the combination of a digit and/or letters received via e-mail for the confirmation of the registration. After entering correctly the mentioned information, the person shall be deemed as a bidder registered in the system, whereon the bidder shall automatically receive a notification. Registration of the bidder shall automatically be deemed invalid where the bidder fails to log into the system within 30 calendar days starting from the day of registering in the system, or logs in but fails to enter the information into the system. In this case, a new registration shall be proceeded with.
This invitation is written in Armenian and English languages. In case of inconsistencies between the Armenian and English texts, the Armenian text shall prevail.
The law of the Republic of Armenia shall be applied to the relations linked to this tender. The disputes related to this Procedure shall be subject to examination in the courts of the Republic of Armenia.

PART I
1. THE MAIN CONDITIONS FOR PROVIDING THE GRANT, 
INCLUDING THE BUDGET
1.1.	In 2024, the Ministry of High-Tech Industry of the Republic of Armenia plans to implement an acceleration programme (hereinafter referred to as “the Programme”), the purpose of which is to provide startup companies with consulting services, including training, business development support, partner search, innovation support, as well as visual presentation days (pitch days) organisation and implementation. Within the framework of the Programme, it is planned to provide companies (startups) presenting ideas related to the high-tech sector with 26-week acceleration courses for product commercialization and market entry based on the pre-presented idea. The maximum amount of the monetary allocation budget is 336,000,000 (three hundred and thirty-six million) AMD.

The Programme aims to equip start-ups with knowledge and practical skills to expand business connections, evaluate their business ideas, refine and market their products effectively, and maximize profits.

The Programme must cover at least 70 percent of the following topics:

· Product Development

· Market Research and Validation 
· Business Model and Monetization 
· Pitching and Investor Relations

1.3.	The task of awarding the grant is presented in Annex N 4 of the invitation.
1.4 Acceleration programme implementation requirements:
· The Programme should include educational and practical tasks
· The Programme will be implemented in-person with the possibility of engaging the founders of international companies online, facilitating connections with potential investors, industry experts and strategic partners.
· Programme participants will be provided with advice, including workshops, seminars, one-on-one mentoring classes and networking opportunities tailored to the needs of tech startups to understand the challenges they face during the growth phase.
· Accelerator must conduct a 1-week intensive training course (at least 10 hours) for ecosystem participants (according to the list provided by the Client, up to 20 people, among whom may be heads of local accelerators, incubators, business angel networks, venture funds and government officials), in agreement with the Client.
· The accelerator implementing the Programme is obliged to provide the participants of the Programme with the appropriate space and the necessary technical means for conducting the Programme.
· After the completion of the Programme, the participating startups are included in the accelerator platform, gaining access to the graduates of the accelerator programmes, experts and investors of the global community.
· The classrooms where the Programme will be held must be adapted to organise courses. The rental costs of the venue (on the territory of the Republic of Armenia) of the Programme are covered by the winning organisation.

Advantage will be given to the bidder who agrees to provide each startup participating in the Programme the opportunity to present their products at the next 5 demo days organized in different countries (including online) within one year after the Programme ends. Meeting this requirement will be crucial for considering future long-term cooperation.

1.5 As a result of the implementation of the Programme, startups participating in the program due to comprehensive knowledge, mastery of skills and expanded business connections, will get the opportunity:
· ensure effective entry of their innovative idea into the local and international market
· increase the profit generated from the realisation of the business result
· get a preliminary idea about the possibilities of entering the international market
· receive tools for effective business management
· get product presentation (pitching) skills
· be introduced and contacted with at least 5 investors
· acquire technological entrepreneurship skills, creating wider opportunities and prospects for employment and entrepreneurship, increasing their participation in the Armenian and foreign labor markets and business environment
· receive individual mentoring, relevant practical knowledge, skills, which will help develop the product and enter the market.
2. THE REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY OF A BIDDER AND THE CRITERIA FOR QUALIFICATION DATA CONCERNING THE BIDDERS AND THE PROCEDURE FOR EVALUATION THEREOF 
2.1.	The organisations that, as of the date of submission of the bid, are included in the list of organisations ineligible to participate in the tender organised for the purpose of receiving a grant from the state budget (hereinafter referred to as "the List"), shall not be eligible to participate in this tender. The list is published on the website at www.minfin.am. The organisation shall be included on the list, where:
1)	as a successful bidder, it refuses or is deprived of the right to conclude a contract;
2)	has violated an obligation assumed under the contract concluded, which has entailed the unilateral rescission of the contract by the state authority.
Where the organisation has been included on the list after the date of submitting the bid, the bid thereof shall not be subject to rejection. 
2.2.	For evaluation of the eligibility for participation, the bidder should submit — in a bid — a statement in writing provided for by point 2.1 of part 2 of this Invitation, approved thereby. 
2.3.	In order to participate in this tender, the bidder (the organisation) should meet the following minimum qualification criteria: 
1) must be able to develop and implement an acceleration programme in accordance with the objectives of the competition, as well as ensure the provision of proper consulting and mentoring services
2) must be able to provide offline courses for up to 20 participating teams at the same time
3) as of the date of submitting the bid, they have not been declared bankrupt by court order
4) during the three years prior to the date of submission of the bid, the persons involved in the management bodies of the organisation have not been involved in money laundering, financing of terrorism, financing of proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, human trafficking or exploitation, or crimes against economic activities provided for by law, except for the cases, as prescribed by law the conviction is expunged
5) must be in the leading positions in the world, included in the top ten of the world ranking based on the number of startups with a successful exit. Information published on Crunchbase, Pitchbook, Dealroom.co or other official information platforms may be used as a basis.
6) must have at least 7 years of experience in the development and implementation of acceleration programmes for startup companies in the high-tech sector.
7) must have at least 5 unicorn organisations in its portfolio. Information published on Crunchbase, Pitchbook, Dealroom.co or other official information platforms may be used as a basis.
8) must have implemented at least 10 acceleration programmes (in any country)
9) the lecturers/mentors represented by the organisation must have at least 7 years of experience in the field of international business/project management, technical, marketing and/or high-tech activities and/or teaching, have professional involvement in at least 3 acceleration programmes (in which at least 5 startups participated, that targeted or worked in an international market). All nominated professionals must be fluent in English (written and spoken).
2.4.	For evaluation of the qualification data criteria specified in point 2.3 of this part, the bidder shall submit in a bid the following documents: 
1) Application statement (Appendix 1) (mandatory)
2) Financial estimate (Appendix 2) including estimates (mandatory)
3) A programme approved by him that corresponds to the goals and priorities defined in this invitation; (Appendix 3) including documents certifying the qualification, professional knowledge and professional experience of employees, experts, and other hired employees involved in the implementation of the project (mandatory)
4) Copy of the company's state registration certificate (mandatory)
5) Document certifying implementation of 10 acceleration programmes (in any country) (mandatory)
6) Other documents
7) A copy of the joint venture agreement, if the participants participate in this procedure as a joint venture (consortium). The conditions for participating in joint activities (consortium) are defined in clause 2.5 of this part.
2.5.	The bidders may participate in the tender as a joint venture (as a consortium). In such case:
1)	the bid shall also include a joint venture contract;
2)	none of the parties to the joint venture contract may submit separate bid for this tender. In case of non-compliance with the requirement of this sub-point, both the bids submitted as joint venture and those submitted separately shall be rejected at the bid opening session;
3)	where the joint venture contract stipulates that the general affairs of the bidders are administered by an individual bidder in the joint venture agreement, the bid shall be submitted, and in case a contract is concluded, the payments shall be made to that bidder. Where the joint venture contract provides that while administering the general affairs, each bidder shall be entitled to act on behalf of all bidders, in case a contract is concluded, the payments based thereon shall be made to the bidder having submitted the bid;
4)	the joint qualifications of all the members of the joint venture contract shall be taken into account when evaluating the bid.

3. CLARIFICATION OF THE INVITATION AND THE PROCEDURE 
FOR MAKING A MODIFICATION TO THE INVITATION
3.1.	Pursuant to point 22 of the Procedure, the bidder shall have the right to request the Commission for a clarification of the Invitation.
The bidder shall have the right to request the Commission for clarification of this Invitation through the system at least ten calendar days before the deadline for submission of bids. The Commission shall provide the clarification to the bidder having made an inquiry within two calendar days following the day of receipt of the inquiry. 
3.2.	The statement on the contents of the inquiry and clarifications shall be published in the system on the date of provision of the clarification, on the official website of the Client at www.hightech.gov.am, without indicating the data on the person having made the inquiry. 
3.3.	No clarification shall be provided where the inquiry has been made in breach of the time limit prescribed by this section, as well as where the inquiry falls beyond the contents of this Invitation. Moreover, the bidder shall be notified through the system on the grounds for non-provision of the clarification within two calendar days following the day of receipt of the inquiry.
3.4.	Not later than seven calendar days before the deadline for submission of bids, modifications may be made to the Invitation. Within three calendar days following the date of making a modification, the statement on making the modification and the modified Invitation shall be published in the system and on the official website of the Client, indicating the date of publication.
3.5.	In case of making modifications to the Invitation, the deadline for submitting the bids shall be from the date of publication of the statement on such amendments and the modified Invitation in the system and on the website provided for by this section. 
3.6.	Pursuant to this section, in case modifications are made to the Invitation to tender, the Client shall not bear the risk of damage suffered by the bidder due to making a modification to the Invitation.

4. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMITTING A BID
4.1.	In order to participate in this tender, the bidder shall submit a bid to the Commission through the system. The bid shall be the proposal submitted by the bidder based on this Invitation. 
The bid shall be submitted before the expiry of the time limit set for it by this Invitation.
The procedure for preparation of the bid is given in part 2 of this Invitation — in the Instruction on preparation of bids for grant tender.
The Participant has the right to change or remove his bid from the system before the deadline for submission of bids.
4.2.	It is necessary to submit the bids for tender through the system not later than 17:00 (GMT+4) on the 40th day from the date of publication in the system of this announcement and Invitation. The bids submitted after the expiry of the deadline for submitting the bids shall not be accepted by the system. 
4.3.	The bidder shall submit in a bid the following:
1) [bookmark: _Hlk9261647]application-statement confirmed thereby provided for by point 2.1 of point 2 of this Invitation, indicating the e-mail address, the taxpayer identification number, registered office address and the telephone number, certification of eligibility for participation prescribed by this Invitation and compliance of the data thereof with the requirements of the qualification data criteria; (mandatory)
2) financial estimates approved thereby; (mandatory)
3) a programme approved thereby, which complies with the objectives and priorities prescribed by this Invitation; (mandatory)
4) [bookmark: _Hlk9262052]the copy of the joint venture contract where bidders participate in this procedure as a joint venture (as a consortium). The terms for participating as a joint venture (as a consortium) are prescribed by point 2.5 of this part. 
5) Copy of the company's state registration certificate (mandatory)
6) Document certifying implementation of 10 acceleration programmes (in any country) (mandatory)
7) Other documents
4.4.	The Commission and/or the Client shall send the electronic notifications through the system, and the bidder shall send them from the e-mail address indicated in his or her bid, to the e-mail address of the Secretary of the Commission, indicated in this Invitation. 
The bidders that are residents of the Republic of Armenia shall certify the documents confirmed thereby and included in the bid, by an electronic digital signature, whereas the bidders that are not residents of the Republic of Armenia shall submit such documents in the form of a printed (scanned) copy of the approved original document.
The documents certified by electronic digital signature included in the bid shall not be sealed. 

5. FORM OF PREPARING FINANCIAL ESTIMATES 
5.1.	The form of preparing financial estimates shall be given by Annex No 2 to this Invitation. 
Moreover, the total amount of financial estimates may not exceed 336,000,000 (three hundred and thirty-six million) AMD. 

6. BID VALIDITY PERIOD, THE PROCEDURE FOR MAKING MODIFICATION 
TO AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
6.1.	A bidder may modify or withdraw his or her bid before the deadline for submission of bids, specified in point 4.2 of part 1 of this Invitation.

7. BID OPENING, EXAMINATION PROCEDURE AND EVALUATION CRITERIA THEREOF, CONDITIONS FOR REJECTING THE BIDS
7.1.	The bids shall be opened through the system, at 17:00 (GMT+4) of the "40"th day from the publication in the system of the announcement of and the Invitation to this tender.  
7.2.	At the bid opening and evaluating session, the Chairperson of the Commission (and in his or her absence, the person chairing the session) shall announce the session open.
In the system, the functions of the opening members of the Commission shall be based on the order of sequence. The order of sequence shall be determined by the Chairperson of the Commission. The first opening member of the Commission shall submit for consideration by the second opening member — with his or her comments — the list of the bids subject to opening, which the system has recognised as submitted (eligible) bids, after which the second opening member shall approve the list of the bids submitted to him or her. After the approval, the minutes on the opening of bids (report — in the system) shall be uploaded. 
7.3.	The member of the Commission, the invited expert (specialist) or the Secretary may not participate in the activities of the Commission, where during the bid opening session it becomes apparent that a bid has been submitted by a bidder to which the given person or the person linked thereto by close kinship or in-law relationships (parent, spouse, child, brother, sister, as well as spouse’s parent, spouse’s child, spouse’s brother or spouse’s sister) is a member, or a bid has been submitted by the organisation established thereby or holding a share (unit) or by the organisation established by a person linked thereto by close kinship or in-law relationships or holding a share (unit). Where the condition provided for by this point exists, the member, the invited expert (specialist) or the Secretary of the Evaluation Commission having a conflict of interests regarding the procedure concerned shall recuse himself or herself from the procedure concerned immediately after the bid opening session. The persons specified in this point shall sign a statement on absence of conflict of interests, which shall be attached to the minutes on the tender procedure. The persons who participate in the activities of the Commission at the sessions convened after the bid opening session, shall sign the statements provided for by this point. 
7.4.	The members of the Commission shall, within the time period determined at the bid opening session, which may not be less than three working days, evaluate — as prescribed by this Invitation — the bids for tender and give an opinion — through making relevant notes in the evaluation sheets — on tender proposals and sign and deliver to the Secretary one copy of the evaluation sheets. The time period provided for by this point shall not be applied, where a shorter time period is set for evaluation of bids under the unanimous decision of the members of the Commission present at the bid opening session.

7.6.	The Bidder’s bid is evaluated as follows: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]According to the criteria defined in this order, the assessment is carried out based on the criteria defined in clause 7.5. The evaluation of bids is carried out by a formed specialized committee, in which representatives of the Ministry of High-Tech Industry of the Republic of Armenia, high-tech companies and the sector will be involved.
According to the evaluation results, a score of 75 or higher given to the bid by each member of the committee will be considered a "pro" vote, and a score below 75 will be "against" vote.
7.7.	The results of the tender are summarised at the final session of the Commission based on the evaluation sheets submitted by the members of the Commission. The Commission makes a decision on the organisation with which a grant awarding contract can be concluded— a donation contract, and on the organisation (organisations) with which such a contract can not be concluded. On the working day following the session of summarising the results of the tender, the copies of the minutes of the session, statements provided for by the point 7.3 of this part and the bid submitted by the organisation, with which a contract may be concluded, are published on the official website of the state authority. 
7.8.	The bids submitted in non-compliance with the requirements prescribed by these Invitation will be rejected.
7.9.	The sessions of the Commission are closed and may also be held in remote format. 
The bidder may request and receive information on the results of the evaluation of the bid thereof within two working days. 
7.10.	The Secretary shall send (provide) a copy of the minutes of the session of Commission to the members of the Commission and the bidders of the tender with an attached letter on behalf of the state authority, within one working day after receiving such a request.
7.11.	On the working day following the date of approval of the decision of the Commission on the successful bidder by the head, the Secretary of the Commission indicates in the system the bidders of the procedure evaluated as satisfactory, by classifying them according to the evaluation results.

8. CONCLUSION OF CONTRACT 
8.1.	The Secretary of the Commission provides the proposal on concluding a contract and the draft of the contract to be concluded to the successful organisation electronically, by sending a notification to the e-mail address of such bidder through the system on the on the same day on fact of the proposal to conclude a contract has been provided.
8.2.	Where the organisation does not conclude the contract, within 10 working days from the date of receiving the notification on concluding the contract and the draft contract, to sign the contract and submit to the Client two copies of the contract approved thereby, it is deprived of the right to conclude the contract. 
8.3.	The draft contract is approved by the head of the state authority within 3 working days after receiving the copies of the contract approved by the organisation and on the same day one copy is returned to the organisation that is a party to the contract.
8.4.	The organisation having received the proposal of the Client on conclusion of the contract shall accept or reject, through the system, the proposal made thereto.
8.5.	On the working day following the conclusion of the contract, the Secretary of the Commission completes the procedure in the system.

9. DECLARING THE PROCEDURE AS NOT HAVING TAKEN PLACE
9.1.	Pursuant to Article 32 of the Procedure, the tender shall be declared as not having taken place where: 
(a)	none of the bids complies with the conditions of the Invitation;
(b)	no bid has been submitted;
(c)	in cases provided for by point 34 of the Procedure, the head of the state authority shall not approve the decision of the Commission. 
(d)	no contract is concluded.

concluded this Contract (hereinafter referred to as "the Contract") on the following: 
1.	Subject matter and price of the Contract
1.1.	Under this Contract, the State authority shall be obliged, for the purpose of implementing the Programme, to allocate ------ AMD in accordance with the Decision, to the Organisation as prescribed by point 5.1 of the Contract, and the Organisation shall be obliged to implement the Programme as prescribed by the Decision and this Contract. 
1.2.	The measures provided for by the Programme undertaken by the Organisation (hereinafter referred to as "the Measures") are presented in Annex 1 of this Contract. 

2.	Rights and obligations of the Parties
2.1.	The State authority shall have the right to:
2.1.1.	check, at any time (including through the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Armenia), the progress and quality of the measures carried out by the Organisation without interfering with the activities of the latter;
2.1.2.	refuse to accept the implemented measures in case of non-compliance thereof with the requirements prescribed by the Decision, setting at its discretion a reasonable time period for the gratuitous removal of shortcomings, and requiring the Organisation to pay the penalty provided for by point 6.2 of this Contract; 
2.1.3.	unilaterally rescind this Contract and demand compensation for the damages caused, without paying for the outcomes of the measures implemented, where:
a.	the Organisation fails to start the implementation of the Programme on time, or during the implementation of the Programme, it becomes apparent that it will not be implemented properly and within the time limits as specified by the Contract, 
b.	the Organisation has two or more times failed to comply with the time limits for implementation of individual measures provided for by the Programme (in case time limits for implementation of measures are envisaged), 
c.	the measures implemented do not comply with the requirements prescribed by the Programme; 
d.    until the full fulfillment of the obligations defined by the Contract, the activity has been temporarily suspended or the process of liquidation has started.
2.1.4.	require transfer of the outcomes of incomplete measures thereto in case of rescinding this Contract as prescribed by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia or on the grounds provided for by this Contract.
2.2.	The Organisation shall have the right to:
2.2.1.	require payment of the amount due thereto in case the outcome of the implemented measure is accepted by the State authority in accordance with the procedure and terms specified in clause 5 of the Contract.;
2.2.2.	unilaterally rescind this Contract and require compensation of the damages caused thereto in case of failure by the State authority to pay the amounts. 
2.3.	The State authority shall be obliged to:
2.3.1.	support the Organisation in cases provided for by the Programme; 
2.3.2.	carry out monitoring for implementation of the Programme (individual measures), in co-operation with other state administration bodies where necessary;
2.3.3.	perform other works provided for by the Programme; 
2.3.4.	adopt an appropriate decision on the submitted performance reports on the measure implemented within the time limit specified in point 4.2 of the Contract.
Where the measure implemented in accordance with the reports submitted complies with the requirements of the Programme and this Contract, they shall be adopted. 
2.4.	The Organisation shall be obliged to:
2.4.1.	carry out accounting of the amounts provided by the State authority within the scope of the Programme, in accordance with the provisions of Accounting Standard No 20 of the Republic of Armenia; 
2.4.2.	use the financial resources provided for by the Contract for the purposes and in amounts prescribed by the Programme and (or) this Contract; 
2.4.3.	carry out the instructions given for the purpose of removal of shortcomings revealed by the State authority; 
2.4.4.	submit reports on implementation of the measures to the State authority as prescribed by this Contract, and a brief report — following the completion of the Programme;
2.4.5.	arrange, during the validity period of this Contract, for the State authority to get familiar with the documents concerning implementation of the Programme, within 5 working days from the date of receiving a written request by the State authority; 
2.4.6.	in case of failure to accept the reports on implementation of individual measures by the State authority, the Organisation shall be obliged to eliminate free of charge the detected discrepancies within the reasonable time limit established by the State authority; 
2.4.7.	purchase the goods, works and services required for the implementation of the Programme as prescribed by the Law of the Republic of Armenia "On procurement" in accordance with the rules of procurement for the needs of the State. 
2.4.8.	in case of under fulfilment of annual performance of the measures determined by the Contract, return the amounts accumulated due to it, to the state budget of the Republic of Armenia before the penultimate working day of the given budget year.
2.4.9   distribute the funds received within the framework of the grant through a separate bank account.
2.4.10   carry out a 1-week intensive training course (at least 10 hours long) of ecosystem participants (up to 20 people according to the list presented by the State authority, among whom may be heads of local accelerators, incubators, business angel networks, venture funds and government officials) in agreement with the Client.
2.4.11  provide the Project participants with the appropriate space for conducting the Project and the necessary technical means for conducting the Programme.
2.4.12 After the end of the Programme, include the participating startups in its platform, giving access to the graduates of its programmes, experts and investors of the global community.
3.	Monitoring
3.1.	The State authority conducts monitoring for the purpose of assessing the conformity of the initial, current and final outcomes of the implementation of the Programme.
3.2.	The monitoring is carried out by the State authority and (or) the person authorised thereby. 
3.3.	For the purpose of rectifying the shortcomings and correcting the deficiencies revealed during the monitoring, the Organisation are given instructions and recommendations are made. 
3.4.	The State authority may carry out monitoring within the scope of the Programme at any time by examining any documents and materials related to the Programme.
3.5.	Within the course of the monitoring, written and oral clarifications and explanations may be requested from the Organisation. 

4.	The procedure for transfer and acceptance of the outcome of the Contract
4.1.	The outcome of the Contract shall be accepted by signing the transfer and acceptance act between the State authority and the Organisation. 
The Organisation shall submit to the State authority, before the day provided for fulfilment of the obligations assumed by the Contract (including), the transfer and acceptance act (Annex No 4) signed thereby through "armeps" electronic system (the operation manual is placed in sub-section "Guidelines, manuals" of section "Grants" of the website at www.minfin.am) and the report. Moreover, the Organisation shall not put a seal on the transfer and acceptance act, shall certify it by an electronic signature, filling out only the columns that apply to the data thereof.    
4.2.	Where the measure implemented complies with the conditions of the Contract, the State authority shall, within 10 (ten) working days from the working day following the day of receipt thereby of the documents specified in point 4.1 of the Contract, sign the transfer and acceptance act signed thereby and provide it to the Organisation through "armeps" electronic system. 
4.3.	Where the implemented measure or a part thereof fails to comply with the conditions of the Contract, the State authority shall not sign the transfer and acceptance act and shall return, within the time limit specified in point 4.2 of the Contract, through "armeps" electronic system, the transfer and acceptance act, indicating the discrepancy having served as a basis for non-signature. In case of application of this point, the State authority shall undertake the measures provided for by the Contract for such situation and impose on the Organisation sanctions provided for by the Contract.
4.4.	Where the State authority fails to accept the documents specified in point 4.1 of the Contract within the time limit prescribed by point 4.2 of the Contract, or fails to reject the acceptance thereof, the implemented measure shall be deemed to be accepted, and the State authority shall provide — on the working day following the deadline prescribed by point 4.2 of the Contract — the transfer and acceptance act signed thereby, to the Organisation through "armeps" electronic system. 

5.	The procedure and time limits for payment
5.1.	The Ministry transfers 25 percent of the value of the Contract specified in point 1.1, which is (_______________) AMD, within 10 working days after the Contract enters into force, to the .... bank account of the Organisation as an advance payment, and 75 percent of the value of the Contract is paid to the Company in the 4th quarter of 2024. Moreover, 75 percent of the value of the Contract transferred to the Company's ..... account, which amounts to (___________) AMD, is frozen by .... bank, according to the tripartite agreement on the terms of service of the account to be concluded between the State authority, the Organisation and the bank. Advance payment repayment is carried out in the form of making deductions (withholdings) from payments made on the basis of handover-acceptance acts.
5.2.	The frozen amount is subject to unfreezing only if the State authority, after accepting the result of the Contract, gives written consent to the bank. After acceptance of the Contract result, unfreezing is carried out within 30 working days. 

6.	Liabilities of Parties
6.1.	The Organisation holds liable for failure to fulfil or improper fulfilment of obligations assumed under this Contract. 
6.2.	In each case of fulfilling an obligation that does not comply with the Programme specified in Annex No 1 to the Contract, the Organisation shall be charged a fine in the amount of 0.5 (zero point five) percent of the amount provided for by point 1.1 of the Contract. Moreover, the fine shall also be calculated in the cases of fulfilling the Contract within the specified time limits, but not being accepted by the State authority, as well as in the cases of failure to submit the reports within the time limits specified under the Contract.
6.3.	In case of breach of the time period for the performance of the Programme provided for by the Contract, the Organisation is charged a penalty for each delayed working day in the amount of 0,05 (zero point zero five) percent of the amount provided for by point 1.1 of the Contract.
6.4.	The fine and the penalty provided for by points 6.2 and 6.3 of the Contract are calculated and set off along with the amounts due to payment to the Organisation as a result of implementing the measure. 
The penalty is calculated based on working days against the price of the non-implemented part of the Contract.
6.5.	In case the State authority is in the breach of the time limit provided for by the point 4.1 of the Contract, a penalty is calculated against the Client for each delayed working day in the amount of 0,05 (zero point zero five) percent of the amount due to payment but not having been paid.
6.6.	In cases not provided for by the Contract, the Parties shall be held liable for non-performance or improper performance of obligations thereof in the manner prescribed by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia.
6.7.	The payment of penalties and/or fine shall not exempt the Parties from the full performance of their contractual obligations.

7.	Term of the Contract
7.1.	The Contract shall enter into force upon signing by the Parties and shall be in effect until the full performance of the obligations assumed by the Parties. 
The registration of the Contract by the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Armenia shall constitute a condition for implementation of the rights and obligations of the Parties provided for by the Contract.

8.	Force Majeure
8.1.	The Parties shall be released from liability for full or partial non-performance of the obligations provided for by the Contract, where it occurred due to force majeure which has arisen after the Contract has been concluded and which the Parties could not have foreseen or prevent. Such circumstances shall be earthquake, flood, fire, war, declaring martial law or the state of emergency, political disturbances, strikes, termination of the work of the means of communication, the acts of the state authorities etc, that make impossible the performance of the obligations provided for by the Contract. Where the effect of force majeure continues for more than 3 months, each of the Parties shall have the right to rescind the Contract, by notifying in advance the other Party thereon.

9.	Final provisions
9.1.	The Grant programme approved as prescribed by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia shall make an integral part (Annex No 5) of this Contract. 
9.2.	Where as a result of control or supervision over compliance with the requirements of the law or as a result of examination of the appeals as prescribed by law, it is concluded that during the tender, prior to conclusion of the Contract, the Party to the Contract had submitted false documents (information and data) or the decision on declaring him or her as a successful bidder does not comply with the legislation of the Republic of Armenia, the State authority shall — upon the emergence of those grounds — unilaterally rescind the Contract, in case the detected violations having become known prior to the conclusion of the Contract would have served as a ground for not concluding the Contract pursuant to the legislation of the Republic of Armenia. Moreover, the State authority shall not bear the risk of losses or lost profit the Party to the Contract suffers as a result of unilateral rescission of the Contract, and the latter shall be obliged to compensate for the losses the State authority has suffered by his or her fault as prescribed by the law of the Republic of Armenia and to the extent the Contract has been rescinded. 
9.3.	Where the Contract is performed by concluding a joint venture (consortium) contract, the participants of the Contract shall be jointly and severally liable. Moreover, where a member of the consortium leaves the consortium, the Contract shall be rescinded unilaterally and sanctions provided for by the Contract shall be imposed on the members of the consortium.
9.4.	The State authority publishes the notification on full or partial unilateral rescission of the Contract on the basis of failure to fulfil or improper fulfilment of the obligations assumed by the Organisation on its official website at www.hightech.gov.am, indicating the date of publication. 
The Organisation is considered to be properly notified on the unilateral rescission of the Contract from the day following publication of the notification as specified in this point. On the day the notification on unilateral rescission of the Contract is published on the website specified by this point, the State authority shall also send it to the e-mail address of the Organisation. 
9.5.	The amendments or supplements made to the Contract have legal force if they are made in writing and signed by the Parties.
9.6.  Applications for making changes and additions to the measures defined by the Contract by the Organisation should be submitted to the State authority at least 10 days before the deadline of the given stage. In case of violation of this clause, the State authority has the right not to consider the Organisation's application.
9.7.	The Contract shall be concluded in copies corresponding to the number of Parties to the Contract, which have equal legal force. Each Party shall be provided with one copy of the Contract.
9.8.	The relations concerning non-fulfilment of the obligations provided for by the Contract, as well as the relations not provided by this Contract, are regulated by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia.
